Community-based Prevention of PPH Task Force Meeting

Purpose: Finalize literature review on community-based postpartum hemorrhage interventions and follow-up action

· Participants reviewed the minutes from the previous meeting (December 11, 2006), finalized the literature review on community-based prevention of postpartum hemorrhage (CB-PPH), and discussed the format of the factsheet that will be published. The outstanding issues from the previous meeting were addressed: (1) community midwives in Yemen have been trained in all three components of active management of the third stage of labor (AMTSL) – no report on whether they are practicing it; (2) need to define postpartum period as defined by the World Health Organization (WHO) – still need to follow up on this and the definition; (3) the current version of the literature review does not include the matrix – need to check with First Intervention Task Force and the matrix they have developed for interventions to ensure that we are not overlapping; and (4) add in cost column or cost impacts for each intervention so community and women can know the impact.

· The group discussed the content of the matrix. Programs are tracking safety issues, but these need to include the misuse of uterotonics and recommendations on what providers can do to ensure safety need to be documented and disseminated. Participants agreed that the current focus is on public sector, community-based deliveries.
· The group reviewed the current version of the literature review on CB-PPH interventions and highlighted some sections where input is still needed based on the updates provided from other task forces.

· A discussion on the format of the factsheet included the audience (policymakers, health practitioners, donors, community leaders, and program providers); format (focus on two pages mainly); content (definitions, summarize by categories (what is known; the gaps; include relevant WHO recommendations to facilitate adoption by policymakers), matrix, resources (to be linked to POPPHI website for latest information and ensure access to updated information). It was agreed that the task force would continuously monitor publications, and then once a year make an official update to the Report and the Matrix.

· It was agreed that an updated draft report would be sent out by end of April. Niamh

· Darcy will prepare a matrix outline and send to Susan and Winnie – during April

· 2007. The group aims to have a draft factsheet ready for review by the end of May.

· The goal is to have printed copies of the factsheet for the Women DELIVER meeting in October 2007. The group would like to share as widely as possible with all USAID projects, CORE group, Africa 2010, Africa WHO Bureau and will explore opportunities to translate into French, Spanish, Portuguese, and Arabic.

· The next meeting is planned for the second week of June with the option of calling in for those who are unable to attend.
