· Additional materials being developed include an integrated maternal and newborn training package based on interventions in DRC and Senegal. At present BASICS has taken the lead in editing and proofing and we are waiting for a finalized document for external review. TTF members have agreed to provide feedback on the materials when they are ready for external review.

· The AMTSL drawings were adapted in Senegal for semi- and non-literate audiences. Susheela will write up a draft “flipchart” that can be used to train lower cadres to apply AMTSL. TTF members have agreed to provide feedback on the materials when they are ready.

Job aids to be developed / modified – Sub-committees will work with representative from the First Intervention TF:
· First steps for management of PPH (Diana, Sue, and Bridget) – Job aids were developed with the first intervention TF and are still being worked on
· PPH emergency pack (Annie and Diana) – Neither of these women were at the meeting and no one had any information about this activity
· Estimating blood loss (Graciela, Frances, and Susheela) – ongoing with the community-based task force
· Emergency drugs (Sushie and UDD Task Force) – completed
· Revise POPPHI job aids to include newborn steps (Sushie and Deb) - completed
Susheela Engelbrecht thanked all of the Training TF members on behalf of POPPHI for their work and the incredible amount of time and energy they all put into developing and improving the TTF deliverables.
